

 Lennox Planning Commission
Regular Meeting
Thursday, June 28, 2018 - 7:00 PM  
City Hall – 107 S Main Street


Chairman Frank Jacobson called the regular meeting of the Planning Commission to order at 7:00 PM.

Members present were Frank Jacobson, Niki Wagner, Kim Poppenga-Smith, Joe Kidd, and Tim Odland.  Absent:  Bill Welch and Darin Olson.  Staff present was Finance Officer Donna Houck and City Administrator Amanda Anglin, and Mayor Tracy West.  Also present were Jeremy Nelson, Cindy and Kevin Kelly, Kavina Berry, Sean Kelley, and Kristen Benidt from SECOG.   

Agenda: Motion made by Kidd to approve the agenda as presented, seconded by Wagner.  Motion carried.  Unanimous.

Minutes:  Motion by Kidd to approve the March 22, 2018 regular meeting minutes, seconded by Jacobson.  Motion carried.  Unanimous.

PUBLIC HEARINGS:
Amendment to Section 17.01 – Board of Adjustment – Establishment:  Anglin presented the amendment to Section 17.01 establishing the Planning & Zoning Commission as the Board of Adjustment.  Odland explained this would give citizens the ability to appeal a decision to City Council.  Wagner moved to approve the amendment, Kidd seconded.  Upon roll call vote, motion carried 4 to 0.

Conditional Use Permit – Home Occupation – Auto Detail/Washing:  Jeremy Nelson came forward to explain to the Commission his desire to open an auto detail & washing business out of his residential garage on weekends during the summer months.  After discussion and questions by members of the Commission, Poppenga-Smith moved to approve the conditional use permit with the stipulations the chemicals used would be environmentally friendly, there would be no pressure washing during the hours of 8 pm and 8 am, and a maximum of 3 vehicles per day.  Wagner seconded.  Upon roll call vote, motion carried 4 to 0.  

Conditional Use Permit – Home Daycare – Kavina Berry:  Kavina Berry came forward to ask for a conditional use permit to open a daycare in her home during the hours of 6:30 am to 6:00 pm, having no more than 12 children.  Tim Odland reported he had inspected the property and would recommend granting the conditional use permit, with the stipulations that the basement not be used and that no children be allowed in the back yard until the fence is installed.  Kidd moved to approve the conditional use permit, with Odland’s stipulations.  Wagner seconded.  Upon roll call vote, motion carried 4 to 0.

NEW BUSINESS:  
Election of Chairperson:  Kidd nominated Frank Jacobson continue as Chairperson.  Poppenga-Smith seconded.  Motion carried.  Unanimous.  Jacobson nominated Kidd as Vice-Chairman.  Wagner seconded.  Motion carried.  Unanimous.


Comprehensive Plan Review/Update:  Kristen Benidt of SECOG gave a presentation regarding updating the City’s Comprehensive Plan and stressed the importance of receiving specific input as it relates to the City of Lennox.  She provided the Commission with a proposed schedule to work on the Comprehensive Plan Update, which would culminate in a public hearing to review the plan in January.

REPORTS:
City Inspector Report:  Building Inspector Tim Odland reported there are 10 new housing units currently in process.  He has completed his inspections on the mobile home parks and the Huber park is improving.  

Adjournment:  With no further business, motion by Kidd, second by Wagner to adjourn the meeting at 8:41 PM.  Motion carried.  Unanimous.
