REPORTS: 

Fire Chief:  Fire Chief Wayne Fischer extended an invitation to all to the Fire Department’s dance/fundraiser to 

be held October 21, 2017.  He then reported the fire department needs to replace a pumper truck.  They would 

like to consolidate from two vehicles to one, which would eliminate the need to expand the building.  They 

would like to use the funds  set aside for the building expansion (currently $82,500), to purchase a used pumper 

vehicle found in South Carolina.  A new vehicle costs approximately $400,000.  The vehicle found in South 

Carolina will cost approximately $114,000, plus $2,900 to transport the vehicle here, plus approximately $3,500 

to send personnel to inspect the vehicle.  The consensus of the Council was the fire department should proceed 

to send personnel to inspect the vehicle and, if satisfactory, move forward with a purchase agreement to be 

submitted to Council for approval at the next Council meeting.  

 

City Administrator: City Administrator Amanda Anglin reported last week was a training week with staff 

attending the SDML annual conference in Sioux Falls and CDL training.   Anglin continues to work with city 

attorney regarding the Boynton ownership issue.  Rops and Wulf recommended someone from the Lennox 

street committee attend the township meeting and then proposing an agreement between the City and 

Township be reached and a contract drawn up outlining each party’s responsibility for maintaining the road. 

 

City Engineer:  City Engineer Mitch Mergen reported on the following projects:  Central Basin Project Phase 2 & 

3, Main Street Improvements, Highway 44 Recreational Trail, Highway 17, and Central Basin.  He also reported 

the force account work includes Chip Seal, Sunshine, CIP update, Plat Review of Outlot 60, Lots 6A, 6B, and 6C, 

and rate study. 

 

Motion by Wulf, second by Welch to approve the reports as presented.  Motion carried. 

 

OLD BUSINESS: 

City Well Sale:  City Administrator Amanda Anglin suggested Council open discussion to address their concerns 

and questions relating to the possible sale of three City wells.  Water/Wastewater Superintendent Gulbranson 

gave a presentation of some history on the wells, and an explanation of the Lewis & Clark water contract, 

including a comparison of the costs to use the wells versus purchasing more water from Lewis & Clark.   

 

Anglin will research the questions presented by Rops and Wulf and will present at the next Council meeting.
