The regular meeting of the Lennox City Council was called to order by Mayor Wiebers at 7:00 PM and all present recited the Pledge of Allegiance. Staff present was City Administrator Amanda Anglin, Finance Officer Jerry Jones, Finance Officer Donna Houck, Water/Wastewater Supt. Jeremy Gulbranson, Building Inspector Tim Odland, and Streets Supt. Dave Tipton.  Others present were Kelli Bultena, Jim Koerner, Marlyn Jacobson, Dorothy VerHey, Shelly Paetow, and Glenn Nelson.

Motion by Gregg, second by Poppenga to approve the agenda with no additions. Motion carried.  Unanimous.  

VISITORS TO BE HEARD:  Dorothy VerHey, representing the group Petal Pals came forward to address Council regarding the group’s questions and concerns relating to the plants and sprinkler system in the park that has been removed due to construction related to the Main Street Project.  Mayor Wiebers assured Ms. VerHey, the City will assist the group to restore the gardens once construction is complete.

OLD BUSINESS:
City Well Sale:  Troy Larson from Lewis & Clark was present to answer questions the Council or public may have regarding the Lewis & Clark contract with the City and water amounts guaranteed to the City, and possible expansion and additional water available in the future.  Discussion had regarding potential need for more water from Lewis & Clark or South Lincoln and any treatments that may be necessary to be performed.

City Administrator Anglin provided information on the wells:  letter of approval to sell the wells from DENR, City attorney opinion letter regarding selling of wells, DENR information regarding future water rights, costs to repair the wells, and costs to cap the wells.  Rops and Kirchner suggested a special meeting be held to discuss the potential sale of the wells.  Anglin was instructed to contact South Lincoln about the possibility of selling the wells, minus well E.

Resolution 2017-10-23-01 – Amend Resolution 2017-09-25-01 – Traffic Sign Changes:  Gregg moved and Kirchner seconded to approve Resolution 2017-10-23-01 amending Resolution 2017-09-25-01.  Motion carried.  Unanimous.

Ordinance No. 579 – Supplemental Appropriations for 2017:  Gregg moved and Poppenga seconded to approve the 2nd reading of Ordinance No. 579 – Supplemental Appropriations for 2017.  Motion carried.  Unanimous.

Swimming Pool Survey Results:  Mayor Wiebers suggested a special meeting be scheduled to review and discuss the results of the swimming pool survey.
  
NEW BUSINESS:  
Moving Permits:  City Administrator Anglin reported the City had received 2 applications for moving permits to bring in 2 houses and a garage.  Discussion was held regarding the City’s ordinances and moving and building permits procedures.  Kirchner moved and Gregg seconded to deny both moving permit applications.  Motion carried.  Unanimous.  Moving permits amended to move the buildings in question out of City limits.  Gregg moved and Rops seconded to approve the moving permits to move the 2 houses and garage out of City limits within 14 days.  Motion carried.  Unanimous.

North Lift Station Pumps:  Gulbranson reported to Council that 2 lift station pumps are “limping along” and should be replaced.  Parts are no longer available for the pumps.  He recommended purchasing 2 Flygt Pumps from Electric Pump for $13,028.00, plus the cost of one bracket.  Gregg discussed having a spare pump on hand.  Gregg moved and Welch seconded o approve the purchase of 2 Flygt pumps per quote from Electric Pump.  Motion carried.  Unanimous.

REPORTS:
City Administrator:  Anglin directed Council members’ attention to the invitation from LCEDA to attend the LCEDA/MCEDA annual Meeting Thursday, November 2, 2017.  She also reported she will be bringing a proposal for a new auditor for approval to the next meeting.  She reported the next step in the sump pumps issue is to take legal action to force property owners to allow City access to inspect 3 properties.  The consensus of the Council members is for Anglin to proceed with legal action. 

Kirchner moved and Rops seconded to approve the reports as presented.  Motion carried.  Unanimous.

PERSONNEL:  City Administrator Anglin reported Officer Ethan Larson has reached his one year anniversary and received a satisfactory review from Chief Jorgensen.  In accordance with past practice, Chief Jorgensen is recommending a 50 cent increase in Officer Larson’s hourly wage.  

Poppenga moved and Gregg seconded to approve a 50 cent increase in Officer Larson’s hourly wage.  Motion carried.  Unanimous.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:  Gregg moved to go into executive session for discussion of personnel and legal matters.  Kirchner seconded.  Motion carried.  Mayor Wiebers declared in executive session at 8:25 PM.

Mayor declared out of executive session at 8:49 PM.  No action taken.

ADJOUNMENT:
With no further business, motion by Kirchner, second by Gregg to adjourn at 8:53 PM.  Motion carried.
