The regular meeting of the Lennox City Council was called to order by Mayor Wiebers at 7:00 PM and all present recited the Pledge of Allegiance.  Members present were Orville Wiebers, Greg Poppenga, Brock Rops, Billy Welch, and Chad Wulf.  Absent were John Kirchner and Mike Gregg.  Staff present were City Administrator Amanda Anglin, Finance Officer Donna Houck, Finance Officer Jerry Jones, Water/Wastewater Supt. Jeremy Gulbranson, and Streets Supt. Dave Tipton.  Others present were Kelli Bultena, Stacy Duchene, and Laura Thiesse.

AGENDA:
Motion by Wulf, second by  Poppenga,  to approve the agenda with no additions. Motion carried.  Unanimous.  

CONSENT AGENDA:  Motion by Poppenga, second by Welch to approve the consent agenda which includes the minutes from the November 13 Regular meeting and claims for the month of November.   Motion carried.  Unanimous.

VISITORS TO BE HEARD:  Stacy Duchene came forward to express concerns regarding the sign project recently completed in the City.  She asked why the stop sign at Boynton and Main was moved from Boynton to Main Street.  Rops explained Chief Jorgensen felt having the stop sign on Main would be safer for the public.  Duchene commented the final placement of signs does not appear to match the plans that were initially presented.

Laura Thiesse came forward to ask Council if any follow-up had occurred with regards to her complaint regarding neighbors burning garbage in their basement.  City Administrator Anglin commented that a written formal complaint had only been received today and will be followed up on soon.  Thiesse will be notified by city staff once the appropriate action by the City has been determined and can be acted upon per the City’s ordinances.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LENNOX, SD, AMENDING THE REVISED MUNICIPAL ORDINANCES OF THE CITY BY AMENDING CHAPTER 8.02, SECTION 8.0216, SALE OF WELLS.
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF LENNOX, SD:
Section 1.  That Section 8.0216 of the Revised Municipal Ordinances of Lennox, SD, is hereby amended to read as follows:
8.0216	Sale of Wells.  The City may offer for sale six wells, Lennox City Parcel Nos. 098.51.24.1010, 098.51.12.4021, 098.51.14.4010, 098.51.13.A100, 098.51.12.B100, and 098.51.12.A100 for said sum as it deems appropriate but for no less than the depreciated value of the same and in an amount sufficient to cover any secured debt against said wells. The City shall, commensurate with such sale, retain the right to utilize said services in an emergency to the extent the needs of the City are not otherwise met.  Sale proceeds are subject to SDCL § 16-13-8.
