The regular meeting of the Lennox City Council was called to order by Mayor Wiebers at 7:00 PM and all present recited the Pledge of Allegiance.  Members present were Orville Wiebers, Mike Gregg, Brock Rops, Greg Poppenga, and John Kirchner.  Billy Welch entered the meeting at 7:03 PM.  Absent was Chad Wulf.  Staff present were City Administrator Amanda Anglin, Finance Officer Donna Houck,  Water/Wastewater Supt. Jeremy Gulbranson, and Streets Supt. Dave Tipton.  Others present were Kelli Bultena and Rise Jongeling.

AGENDA:
Motion by Gregg, second by  Poppenga,  to approve the agenda with no additions. Motion carried.  Unanimous.

OLD BUSINESS:
Boynton Avenue Joint Maintenance Agreement:  City Administrator Anglin presented a draft of an agreement between the City of Lennox and Perry Township to jointly maintain Boynton Avenue.  Kirchner and the Mayor both suggested additional language being more specific as to the City’s and Township’s responsibilities and where City limits ends.  

Second Reading Supplemental Appropriation Ordinance #581:  Poppenga moved and Kirchner seconded to approve.  Upon roll call vote, motion carried unanimously.


Second Reading Ordinance No. 583 – Chapter 12 – Manufactured Homes:  Gregg moved and Welch seconded to approve Ordinance No. 583.  Motion carried.  Unanimous.

REPORTS:
City Administrator:  City Administrator Anglin presented a request from Rosie Doorn to plat a parcel of approximately one acre to build a home by the golf course, using the golf course entry as access to the property.  This plat will be presented to Planning & Zoning first.  Doorn just wanted to let Council know it would be coming.  Anglin then reported she approved the garbage hauler contracts for 2018.  Two haulers applied, paid the fee and provided the required documentation.  Anglin also reported there have been issues at the wast water treatment plant over the past couple weeks.  2 actuators had to be replaced.  Jeremy Gulbranson gave a more detailed report about what happened and that both actuators are being installed this week.  

Gregg moved and Welch seconded to approve the City Administrator’s reports.  Motion carried.  Unanimous.

NEW BUSINESS:  
Main Lift Station Pump Repair Quote:  Gulbranson explained that a pump needs to be repaired at the Main lift station.  He also stated that a spare pump needs to be on hand or basements will get wet if a pump fails in the spring.  Gulbranson wants to get the lift station pumps on a regular rotation schedule of approximately every 2 years.  Gregg moved to approve the Electric Pump quote in the amount of $10,684.00.  Kirchner seconded.  Upon a roll call vote, all members voted aye.  Motion carried unanimously.

2016 Audit Report and Letter of Comments:  Gregg moved and Poppenga seconded to approve the 2016 Audit Report and Letter of Comments.  Motion carried.  Unanimous.

A resolution authoring capital outlay accumulations for purposes of purchasing equipment, improvement and land acquisitions for the City of Lennox, South Dakota.

WHEREAS, the capital outlay accumulations for a new swimming pool shall be allocated to the Swimming Pool Fund;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of Lennox, South Dakota duly approves the capital outlay reallocation of $25,000 in the General Fund and $215,000 in the Sales and Use Tax Capital Improvements Fund to the Swimming Pool Fund.

A RESOLUTION TO ACCEPT THE INFRASTRUCTURE 
IN BLOCK 1 OF THE COUNTRYSIDE ADDITION

WHEREAS, the City of Lennox has approved engineering and construction plans for Block 1 of the Countryside Addition from TBDR, LLC (Grantor); and
WHEREAS, Grantor has installed 958 feet of 8 inch sanitary sewer main and appurtenances (valued at $55,366), 771 feet of 12 inch water main and appurtenances (valued at $49,876), and 302 feet of new paved residential street COUNTRYSIDE AVENUE with curb, gutter, and signage (valued at $59,387) per the City-approved plans; and
WHEREAS, the City Engineer and City staff have inspected and approved the installation of said infrastructure and recommend that this infrastructure be accepted for use and maintenance by the City; and
WHEREAS, the City Engineer has approved record drawings from Grantor; and
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City of Lennox that the City hereby accepts the public infrastructure improvements made by TBDR, LLC within the dedicated right-of-way for Countryside Avenue, and shall hereafter be responsible for the care and maintenance of said improvements from the date of this resolution; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a two-year warranty period for the sanitary sewer and water improvements as well as the one-year warranty period for the street improvements shall begin upon adoption of this resolution by the City Council.
